What a cracking weekend — weather brilliant, fabulous circuit, excellent racing and a lap
record set in every class (well it was the first time on this circuit). Though there were a fair
few tumbles, few required the doctor’s attention — in fact the doctors had so little to do
they made the most of the weather to do some sunbathing! Roll on the next Anglesey
meeting in August and fingers crossed for the same weather.

The racing — it was Six out of Six on a scorching weekend for #1 Darren ‘Daz’ Bellworthy
(Suzuki 1000) who, again, proved to be unbeatable, winning the 100% Suspension
751 -1300 race machine and Pidcock Motorcycles Allcomers classes. In the both classes
the only man to even remotely mount a challenge was Kerrigan Read (Suzuki 1000). At
times Kerrigan looked to be able to match Daz but each time Daz could pull out that little
extra. In the 751 — 1300 class John Barrass’ (Yamaha 1000) four third places showed he
is coming to grips with the 1000cc machines, having moved up this season from 600's.
Behind these three there was a freight train with some excellent scraps as Mike Horberry
(Yamaha 1000) fought off the attentions of James Ward, Lee Wilson, Kev Sweeny (all
Suzuki 1000) and novices Dave Norton, Toby Simpson (both Suzuki 1000) and Darren
Chatburn (Yamaha 1000). James Ward got the better of Mike Horberry in Sunday’s first
race but went down in the last race, after tangling with Toby Simpson in the last corner on
the first lap. Whilst the leaders stole away, the battle for fourth in the last race was frantic.
Lee Wilson was another to go down in the last corner; appearing to overshoot his braking
point, but he pulled up safely in the run off area, only to lose the rear and perform a
graceful pirouette, before hitting the ground after applying the power too early on the
grass. Dave Norton eventually got the better of Darren Chatburn who had the front tyre
smoking at times on the brakes into the last corner. With Toby Simpson not scoring in the
last race, Dave Norton has taken back the lead in the novice championship, with
consistent scorer Stefan Daykin third, closely followed by Darren Chatburn fourth. Darren
Miranda was happy following his best results yet and it seems he is getting to grips with
the Suzuki having swapped from the Kawasaki he rode last season.

With John Barrass not competing in the Allcomers, Mike Horberry came in third in the
first race but lost out to Alan Tanton (Yamaha 600) in the second. Alan Tanton, buoyed by
his success in the F600 decided to try his hand in Sunday’s Allcomers race and put in a
cracking ride, which no doubt contributed to the marshals awarding him the Rider of the
Day trophy. It was a surprise to see Liam Marchant on the grid after a heavy fall at
Cadwell resulted in a broken collar bone and a bang to his head. Liam put in some gritty
rides to keep his third place in the Allcomers championship.

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Whilst the action in the 1000cc class was further back, in the F600s it was all eyes to the
front as Alan Tanton and Shane Colbrook (Yamaha 600) put on a show that had
spectators off their seats, the pair taking a win a piece on Saturday, with barely a bike’s
length between them at the finish. On Sunday Alan stamped his authority on proceedings
taking both wins, but the time sheets don't reflect how close the racing was. The pair
traded places each lap with Shane pulling some monster passes round the outside of
Alan on the flat out kink at the bottom of the hill in the run up to Rocket. Alan fought back
around the tight section into Peel, Shane then getting the run to the final hairpin. The pair
were then neck and neck into the last corner — brilliant and arguably the best races of the
weekend. Behind them, try as they could, Luke Tansley (Kawasaki 600), Nick Green
(Honda 600), Wayne Humble and Dean Hindson (both Yamaha 600) couldn’t live with the
pace of the front two. Luke had a gear linkage come off in race 1, managed a fourth place
in race 2 from a back row start, then secured two third places on Sunday. Anthony
Haywood (Yamaha 600) had a fine set of rides to take four novice class wins ahead of
Terrance McConnachie (Honda 600). However, in Sunday’s last race, Terrance lost out to
novice Gaz Evans who, after aggravated a shoulder injury, thought that a 600 would be
easier to handle.

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Last year’s champion, lan Fleetwood, had hoped to race. He wasn’t happy at Croft with
his bike a standard R6 not running well. So, although getting the bike sorted meant
missing Cadwell, lan thought it would be worth it, as he would then be on a competitive
mount for Anglesey. The week before the meeting, lan bought a new 2008 Triumph 675 —
running-in at Cadwell on Friday — bang! crank, rods, oil pump — and a hefty bill. As lan
says ‘...if | didn't have bad luck | would have no luck...’, explains why lan wasn’t at
Anglesey.

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The Steve's Plastering Services Pre-Injection 600 class showed how quickly a
championship can turn around. From being a closely contested class with just 6 points
separating Mark ‘Dicko’ Dicken and Mark ‘Oddy’ Hodgson after Cadwell, four wins for
Dicko and a dismal meeting for Oddy, a broken front brake lever on the start line, a ten
second penalty for a jump start and a tumble at the hairpin, mean he has dropped right off
the lead and now lies 77 points behind Dicko. Chris Smith’s championship aspirations
improved as he took four solid second places and closed the gap on Oddy. A few riders,
including Dicko, almost missed Sunday’s last race. A half hour lunch break coincided with
the start of the MotoGP and riders, engrossed in proceedings in Italy, only realised the
time when race engines started kicking into life. One of those caught out, Steve Munt,
missed the sighting lap and had to start at the back of the grid, forfeiting a front row start.
A gritty ride saw him work his way through the field passing Hodgson to take his second
third place of the weekend — a good result considering it was his first ride since injury at
Oulton last season. In the Steel Frame class, Keith Hauxwell took four wins and the class
lead after class leader, novice Brian Sparrow, highsided coming out of Peel in the second
race, damaging his bike and breaking an ankle.

The Grip’n’'Rip F400 class was again dominated by 15 year old sensation, #29 Kingsley
Ruddy (RMKD Kawasaki 400). Kingsley took a second off the outright F400 lap record
and had three good wins. The only person to challenge Kingsley was Richie Welsh who
took the lap record in the first race before Kingsley knocked it down two further times.
However, Richie left the meeting with a smile having finally got his season off the ground
with three second places and a win. Tony Meredith, getting in some practice before the
North Gloucester meeting in August, almost matched Kingsley’s new record in his attempt
at catching Richie in the last race.

The two stroke riders Alan Armour, lain McDonald and Freddy Pett couldn’t quite live with
the leading 400’s. Alan Armour had a high speed off in race 1 at Church when an exhaust
decked out unloading the rear. Luckily, given that Freddy’s data logger showed they were
doing about 100mph around that corner, man and machine were undamaged and Alan
got out for the remaining races albeit his confidence was somewhat shaken. lain
McDonald was going well but took a tumble, ran off the track several times and had a
chain fall off. Teenager Freddy managed to get two third places but poor starts meant he
didn't get many clear laps. Given a clear track he showed he could run at the leaders
pace, lapping below the old lap record, but struggled when the 400’s blocked his lines.
Championship leader Paul Ellerker came to Anglesey after breaking a wrist and a few ribs
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at Cadwell. Whilst he felt he could race, a crash on lap one of the first race aggravated
the broken wrist and, though he got out in race 2, he called it a day and didn’t compete on
the Sunday. With Paul losing valuable points, Freddy now moves into second place in the
championship 75 points behind Kingsley.

Five riders, Kingsley, Tony, Richie, Freddy and Josh Leaning on another RMKD bike,
went under what, | believe, was the outright F400 lap record on the International circuit.
Josh’s time was impressive as he didn't ride Saturday and Sunday’s first race was
hampered by a misfire. With Kingsley setting the pace this season, | expect a few more
records to go. | know Roger Middleton, RMKD, who builds the ZXR400 missiles is
planning on entering Daniel Frear in a couple of meetings — and | believe Daniel holds the
outright F400 lap record at Cadwell at 1'37.5” on one of Roger’s rockets.

The teenagers have certainly woken up the F400 class this year.

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The expected battle in the Lawson Surfacing F1 championship between Simon
Christie/Carl Morgan (Christie Suzuki 1000) and Barry James/Ellie Jordan (LCR Suzuki
1000) didn't really materialise. In the first race James, who was running-in an engine, was
sidelined by fuelling problems. Christie helped out with a new fuel pump and, though
James’ charge through the pack from a back row start was spectacular, he couldn’t catch
a flying Christie. The third race saw the pair battling until passenger Jordan cried enough,
her strength sapped from preventing herself being sucked out of the outfit on the fast
back section of the course. With James’ engine run-in and Jordan having adapted her
position in the chair to help her stay in, battle resumed - but this time Christie’s engine
popped. In the DL Holmes F2 class Neil Kelly/Jason O’Conner (Honda 600) extended
their championship lead after taking three wins. Dave De Mott/Kev Jones (LCR Honda
600) took a win and two second places. They almost won the final race. On the last lap
De Mott lead the way out of the final hairpin but made a small error. Defending the line by
holding the middle of the track, he left his braking too late, overshooting the last corner
slightly. With De Mott’s sidecar wheel well up in the air losing him drive, Kelly who took a
wider sweeping line, nipped under the raised sidecar wheel and out dragged De Mott to
the line.

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Mean time, some what further back down the field, James’ and Jordan’s fathers, Mark
Jordan/Andrew Dutton (Jacobs Kawasaki 600) and Robert James/Karl Schofield (LCR
Suzuki 1000), along with sidecar sponsor John Lawson/Callum Lawson (MR Equipe
Honda 600), were having their own race long battles. Lawson lost out to Jordan in race 2
and retired with engine problems in race 3 - a blocked fuel filter. A clean filter and an
engine back up to full power allowed Lawson, in the last race, to put in his best
performance yet. Passing, James and Jordan, Lawson tailed Mark Saunders/Steve Gaunt
(Honda 600) and David Blackwood/Jane Blackwood (Suzuki 600) pouncing on the
penultimate lap and holding them off to the line.

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Thunderbikes, not the biggest of grids, provides some of the closest and best racing and,
it seems, a bit of wrestling (see the piccies of Charlie Wilson). To the Thunderbikes also
goes the honour of the meetings only red flag. It wouldn’t normally have brought out the
reds but, with no marshal’s point just after the last left and novice #23 Stephen Tallon
lying under a hot Aprilia, the chap had to be rescued before he cooked. Luckily all was ok
and a few quick repairs and Stephen was out for the remaining races. Back to the racing,
in the restarted race Jamie Harrison (Suzuki 750) just pipped Rob Simcock (Clearview
Suzuki 750) to the line to take his first win of the season, the order being reversed in race
2. That now makes it five different winners in the class on four different makes. Mike
Moulai took a tumble in race one, but came back with a vengeance on Sunday, winning
both races from Rob Simcock. Rob Simcock now has a 45 point lead. PI11300 runner
Charlie Wilson didn't have the best of meetings, taking two tumbles and basically
struggling. Still Richard Glover did manage to catch him wrestling his R1 so he got
something for his efforts.

Another having a few problems was Jeff Bywater #29 (Honda SP1). Jeff was hoping, after
a hefty bill for rebuilding the gearbox following Croft, which meant he missed Cadwell,
things would perk up. With the engine ready only 2 days before the meeting and the guy

good race — are things beginning to look up? Nope, the Gremlins were back for race 2 -
all set to go to the grid and the bike decides to go bad, burning out a wiring loom. Race
missed and a lot of head scratching to boot, Jeff spending till 11.30 that night and from
7am till race 1 getting it sorted — but missed the race. Thanks to #23 Stephen Tallon the
bike was up and ready for Sunday race 2. All seemed well on the warm up lap, lights on —
lights off and off we went, or rather the rest of the grid did the SP coughed and spluttered
around to pit lane - a pinched breather to the fuel tank. Slightly better than Croft — don’t
know. Roll on Oulton and hopefully Jeff finally gets some racing.
