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Derby Phoenix MCC, Cadwell Park 3 " /4™ July

A quick round up of what happened a couple of weeks ago at the last round at Cadwell Park. It
was a Clash of the Titans when two of the countries fastest club racers squared up to each other
at Cadwell Park. Derby Phoenix’s reigning champion Darren Bellworthy (Suzuki 1000) against
local man Phil Crowe (Suzuki 1000). Last time the pair met was at Snetterton in May when
Bellworthy took the honours. This time at his local circuit, could Crowe get revenge? Crowe made
his intentions known as he set a new lap record in his pursuit of Bellworty in the first Grip’n’Rip
751-1300 Fourstroke class race. With Bellworthy on pole and Crowe starting from the back of the
grid it was always going to be an uphill struggle to catch Bellworthy, but he gave it his best shot
finishing third behind Liam Marchant (Yamaha 1000), though still some 20 seconds behind winner
Bellworthy. The two squared up again in the Tomlinson Plumbing Allcomers final. This time
starting off the front row alongside Bellworthy, Crowe didn’t mess about taking a convincing win
by 13 seconds and setting a new class lap record. One race win each and on to the decider the
second 751-1300 race. Crowe again led building up a healthy lead over Bellworthy and setting a
new lap record on lap 3. Bellworthy
fought back lowering the lap record on
lap 6 and with the help of a few back
markers closing right back in on
Crowe. Then on the last lap exiting
Charlies, Bellworthy fell, bringng to an
end a thrilling race. Crowe took what
on paper looks like an easy win from
David Jackson (Honda 1000) and
Marchant. The race average speed
Crowe and Bellworthy set would have
put them in the top 15 at the last BSB
Superbike round at Cadwell -
stunning! Crowe’s efforts earning him
the rider of the day award for
Saturday. After Saturday’s thrilling
races Sunday’s were somewhat muted
affairs. With Crowe and Jackson not
racing, it was left to Marchant and
Kerrigan Read to challenge
Bellworthy. Though they could run with
Bellworthy in the early laps in each
race, once Bellworthy was comfortable
he would move up a gear and pull
away. Bellworthy won both 751-1300
races and the Allcomers, which was
for the John Newbold trophy. This
being the second year Bellworthy has
won the Newbold.

Wayne Humble (Yamaha 600) arrived at Cadwell with a slim six point lead over Josh Leaning
(Yamaha 600). However hopes of maintaining his lead were dashed because of machine
problems with Humble only completing the last of the five races. This has allowed Leaning, who
won the first four races, to take a dominate lead in the 100% Suspension 600 Supersport class.
Luke Tansley (Kawasaki 600), back for the first time this year following an injury sustained at Croft
at the beginning of the season had a good meeting. A fourth place in the first race from a back of
the grid starting position was followed up by three second places and a win in the final race. Mark
Talbot (Honda 600), making a return to club racing after flirting with National Superstock, had four
third place finishes after a fall in the first race.

In the Formula 600 class, Nick Green's (Yamaha 600) extended his championship lead over
Richard Charlton (Yamaha 600) by beating him in three out of the five races. Will Leaning, Josh’s
brother fell in the first 600 race and decided to concentrate on the Formula 400 class as the
engine of his 600 Honda developed a knock following the fall.

Honours were shared in Saturday’s Grip’n’Rip F400 class with Richie Welsh (Yamaha 400) and
Will Leaning (Kawasaki 400) each taking a win. As his championship chances are more finely
balanced in the EMRA 400 class, championship leader Welsh opted to ride at Mallory on Sunday
believing his 95 point lead in the Derby Phoenix championship over Leaning was a sufficient
buffer. With Welsh not racing Leaning dominated Sunday’s first race taking an easy win ahead of
Ben Godfrey (Kawasaki 400). However, in the second race, he fell in Hall Bends whilst
comfortably leading when his engine cover clipped the kerbing and in the third race he ran off the
track whilst scrapping with Kurt Wigley, the bike stalled and he wasn't able to re-start it. Leaning’s
two DNF's allowing Phil Hyde (Kawasaki 400) to take his first F400 class wins. Mixed in with the
Formula 400 machines were the mini-Thunderbikes and whilst the GP250 machines of Rob
Mawbey and Paul Hedison dominated, the surprise of the class was the speed of the Wigley
twins, Matt and Kurt, on their Moriwaki MD250 single cylinder four strokes; machines similar in
specification to the machine Moto3 machines said to be replacing the GP125 two strokes in 2012.
The Wigley boys have always been fast, but having received some special Honda parts their
machines were flying. Down the Cadwell’s start finish straight Leaning on a potent 400 Kawasaki
could not out run the thundering 250 singles. Matt Wigley’s efforts over the weekend, earned him
Sunday'’s rider of the day award.
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Formula 400 : #41 Ben Godfrey leads #127 Nick Chiodo through the chicane

The Steve’'s Plastering Services Pre-Injection 600 Class proved as topsy-turvy as ever.
Championship leader Chris Smith’s race didn’t go as planned. A healthy lead in race one was lost
when he fell on oil at Park, deposited when Mark Oddy fell the previous lap. With the race red
flagged and wound back one lap — whilst Smith had been leading, he was a faller and thus
excluded from the results. This gave the win to second in the championship Darren Bowe. Having
to start the next race from the back row of a full grid Smith had no chance, finishing a lowly eighth
as main rivals Stuart Haslam and Bowe came first and second. Haslam won the third race from
Smith and Bowe to close the gap in the championship from 66 points to 27 points. It was looking
as if Haslam, riding for the first time since badly breaking his wrist at Snetterton, could get his
championship lead back. Then, as it seems to be the case in this class, as soon as you seem to
be on the up, you get knocked down. For the fourth race Haslam didn’t manage to complete the
warm up lap, his machine developing a misfire forcing him out. Bowe took the win from Smith and
last season’s champion Mark Dicken. Dicken, who had slowly been improving over the weekend,
won the last race from Dave Langley and Bowe, Smith who finished in fourth, has had his
championship lead reduced to 22 points.
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Championship leader Neil Harvey won the first of the Parris Printing Steel Frame 600 races, but
he had to give way to a flying Dave Young in the second race. Young went on to win all of
Sunday’s races. Sunday didn't start well for Harvey as he fell on the last lap of the first race which
seemed to knock the wind out of his sails for the rest of the weekend. However, he still has the
championship lead. Novice Jamie Gillion put in some good rides earning himself a second and
two third places.

Pre-Injection 600 : #69 Carl Smalley leads #7 Mark Dicken

In the D L Holmes F2 sidecar championship rivals Dave DeMott/Glenn Biggs and Steve
Hicks/Alun Thomas took a win each on Saturday. However, whilst Hick's won Saturday’s last race
his machine suffered a big end failure and he wasn’t able to take part in Sunday’s racing. With his
main challenger sidelined, DeMott won all three of Sunday’s races to extend his championship
lead. David and Jayne Blackwood, back for their first full meeting since Jayne was injured, had
their best result of the year - a third place in Saturday’s first race. Fourth in the championship
Simon Briggs/Jim Stonier’s hopes of closing on the leaders went out of the window at Park Corner
in the first race when they flipped their outfit, bringing out the red flags. The accident caused an
electrical fault which meant they missed the next two races while they tracked down the problem.
