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Anglesey is brilliant when dry but can be tough when wet and windy - real survival of the 
fittest stuff. Take plenty of tie downs and straps to hold down awnings and tents. I 
remember a few seasons back 2/3 of the tents in the paddock were destroyed. Also take 
a set of good waterproofs that are wind proof – rain there is usually of the horizontal 
variety.

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Derby Phoenix MCC, Cadwell Park, May 3/4 
Spectators were treated to six thrilling races as Phil Crowe (Suzuki 1000) fresh from wins 
with Thundersport at Cadwell stepped up to the plate to challenge Derby Phoenix’s 
number 1 plate holder Darren Bellworthy (Suzuki 1000).  The two battling it out in the 
Pidcock Motorcycles Allcomers and the 100% Suspension 751-1300 Classes. With each 
rider having strengths in different parts of the circuit the battle between the two swung 
backwards and forwards. Crowe, faster between Park and the bottom of the mountain, 
would lose out to Bellworthy through the Woodland section and down the straights. What 
he lost on the straights, Crowe would make in the run from Park to the Gooseneck and 
then repeatedly passing Bellworthy on the brakes in to Mansfield. Bellworthy would then 
close back up through the Woodland section before using his speed to pass either along 
the front straight or on the run towards Park. Lap after lap the two would trade places 
neither seeming able to get the advantage but each time Bellworthy would lead when it 
mattered - crossing the line. The pace set by the two was such that Bellworthy set a new 
lap record in the Allcomers race, surpassing the time set by British Super Stock runner 
Daniel Hegarty in last seasons John Newbold trophy race. The only chink in Bellworthy’s 
armour appears to be the rain. In the wet 751 -1300 race he slipped back to third place 
behind Crowe and Kerrigan Read (Suzuki 1000). Crowe’s efforts were appreciated by the 
Marshalls who awarded him Sunday’s rider of the day trophy.

Non of the regular riders could match the ultimate pace of the two front runners, Read put 
in consistent rides through the weekend to score valuable points, Liam Marchant tumbled 
out, Mike Horberry’s standard machine struggled for power, Jon Otter had a chain snap 
damaging his engine and eliminating him from Monday’s racing and by the sounds of it 
Anglesey. Another going to miss Anglesey is Dean Dickinson who got caught in the start 
line pile up on Monday and though the initial series of X-rays found nothing wrong a 
second set the next day confirmed a fractured his pelvis. Looks like Dean is going to be 
out for a while – pain must have been getting to him or was it the medication – he has 
started asking questions about sidecars!

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Though attention has so far been on the front of the race, with a packed grid there was 
plenty going on right through the field. Read’s team mate, last years novice champion, 
James Ward put in some solid rides taking a couple of 4th places. Ward has been 
improving and will be one to watch as the season progresses. Another getting a good tally 
of points was John Barras who now sits just one point behind Ward in the championship 
in seventh place. With about a third of the grid being novices, their championship is 
hotting up. With Dave Norton and Gaz Evans not scoring in two races, the points table in 
the 751 – 1300 novice championship has been shuffled. With 3 class wins, Toby Simpson 
has taken over the lead from Norton and Stefan Daykin has hopped over Evans to take 
third place. Having missed Croft. Darren Chatburn had a good meeting taking a third and 
3 second places to move into seventh in the points.

The D L Holmes and Lawson Surfacing F1 and F2 sidecar classes were dominated by 
Simon Christie/Carl Morgan (Christie 1000) and Carl Fenwick/Dipash Chauhan (Honda 
600) respectively; each winning all four of their races. Ben Bygraves/Sam Ryder (LCR 
Suzuki 1000) were Christie’s main challengers on Sunday but after a fantastic first race 
with Christie on Monday, they flipped at the Goose Neck causing the race to be red 
flagged. Fenwick’s four wins in the F2 move him up to second in the championship ahead 
of Dave De Mott/Kevin Jones (LCR Honda 600) and 14 points behind championship 
leader Neil Kelly/Jason O’Conner. Sponsor and leading F2 novice John Lawson had his 
first DNF when he lost son Callum at the bottom of the mountain, Vicky Cook stepping 
into the chair for the last race. Aside from the racing, spectators had a treat as World 
Superside Champion, Tim Reeves, used the meeting for some practice. Starting at the 
back Reeves effortlessly scythed his way through the pack to take the lead before pulling 
in just before the end of each race.  
 

 
F2 #18 David and Jane Blackwood in Hall Bends 
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Andy Yelland (Yamaha 600) took a clean sweep in the Co-Ordit Building Services F600 
class. The first race was a close run affair as Yelland, starting from the 9th row, had to 
work his way through the pack to catch the leaders. Yelland took the flag by just over a 
second from Alan Tanton (Yamaha 600) who had Joshua Leaning (Yamaha 600) trying to 
slip stream him to the line. Leaning led the second damp race when the red flags came 
out on lap 7, and took the win by two hundredths of a second after the results were 
wound back one lap. Leaning took second from Chris Burrage (Yamaha 600). Having 
played with the club regulars on the Sunday, for Monday’s races Yelland pulled cleanly 
away from the pursuing riders to take two comfortable wins. With Tanton getting the 
better of Sean Colbrook in 3 of the 4 races, Colbrook’s lead in the championship has 
been whittled down to 4 points. Luke Tansley (Kawasaki 600) repeated the DNF and 3 
finishes he had at Croft. The DNF’s are costing him dear in terms of points, as all the 
regular runners ahead of him have finished all their races. Entered as a novice, but not 
eligible for the novice championship by virtue of the number of races he has completed, 
James Henry had a good meeting culminating in a third place in the last race.

In the novice championship, after cleaning up at Croft, Terence McConnachie found the 
going harder at Cadwell. A heavy fall in practice on Saturday sidelined him on Sunday 
and though he managed to be top novice in Monday’s last race, he surrendered his lead 
in the novice championship to Paul Jamison (Suzuki 600). Though he put in some strong 
rides, including a novice class win in the first race, Stuart Hall has slipped back to third in 
the championship.
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The first AIC Derby Thunderbike race went to Mike Moulai (Ducati 999), after a race long 
battle with Rob Simcock (Suzuki 750) and John Coughlan (Aprila 1000). Moulai 
eventually got the better of Simcock, as Coughlan dropped off the pace. Despite finishing 
second on track, Simcock was given a 20 second penalty for a start line infringement 
dropping him back to fourth, giving second to Coughlan and third to Jamie Harrison 
(Suzuki 750). The weather in the second race caught many competitors out as they 
arrived in assembly on slick tyres just as it started to drizzle. Coughlan, parked next to 
assembly, gambled on a late move to wets and it paid off as he cruised to win by 40 
seconds from Ricky Chadwick (Triumph 675) and novice Jason Byard (Suzuki 750). 
Byard, spurred on by his success, took another third in Monday’s first race bettering 
Coughlan and Moulai. Charlie Wilson (Yamaha 1000) took the win from Simcock. Moulai 
dominated the final race, taking the win by a good margin and lapping up to 2 seconds a 
lap faster than his opposition. Simcock and Harrison were left to battle for second and 
third with Coughlan a distant fourth and Wilson fifth, having fended off Byard.

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Changing conditions brought to an end Mark Hodgson’s lead in the Steve’s Plastering 
Services Pre-injection 600 class. Despite two dominant wins in the dry, Hodgson 
(Yamaha 600) suffered in the wet conditions. In Sunday’s wet second race he slipped 
back as far as fifth, before eventually taking third, as championship challengers Chris 
Smith (Yamah 600) and Chris Kingham (Yamaha 600) slipped off. Kingham, starting from 
pit lane, had worked his way up to second place and looked set to challenge Mark Dicken 
(Yamaha 600) for the lead when he slipped off in Hall bends, Dicken taking the win from 
Novice Carl Smalley (Yamaha 600). In Monday’s last race the weather caught out all the 
competitors. Dry conditions soon turned damp as riders completed their sighting lap, as 
conditions worsened riders were left struggling for grip on treaded dry tyres. Smalley got a 
flying start and took an early lead, but was soon caught and passed by Dicken. Dicken 
built up what looked like an unassailable lead but confusion over pit board signals saw 
him slacken his pace allowing novice Stuart Haslam (Yamaha 600) and Dave Langley 
(Yamaha 600) to pass him. Dicken, realising that the passing riders weren’t back 
markers, upped his pace to take a narrow win from Haslam and Langley. Langley, 
sponsored by Lawson Surfacing, having led the race for a while, was pleased with his 
third place after a miserable start to the season with blown engines.

Like Dicken, Steelie mounted Adam Nix (Honda 600) made the most of the difficult 
conditions to take two class wins in both of the wet races; Nix’s ride in the last race being 
all the more impressive as he was using Michelin SMs, a tyre that is effectively a slick. 
Novices Ian Rumney (Honda 600) and Darren Odlin (Honda 600) took a win each in the 
two dry races.

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After showing promise at Croft, 15 year old Kingsley Ruddy (Kawasaki 400) destroyed a 
very experienced field in the first two Rip’n’Grip F400 races. Ruddy’s riding earning him 
Monday’s Rider of the Day trophy. Whilst Ruddy made it look easy, his main competitors 
had problems. Championship leader Paul Ellerker (Kawasaki 400) had a radiator fail on 
the line in the first race, relegating him to a back row start for the second race. Richie 
Welsh (Yamaha 400) was sidelined with a broken clutch and didn’t race; Alan Armour 
(Suzuki 250) suffered an uncharacteristic cold seizure on Monday; Freddy Pett (Aprilia 
250) took a fall at the chicane in the first race; Joshua Leaning (Kawasaki 400) took a 
tumble in the second race and then had a chain snap in the third race. Ruddy also had 
problems - looking like he was heading for a comfortable win in the third race, the loss of 
his right knee slider slowed him in the closing laps, and with Ellerker lapping 3 seconds 
faster, he stole the lead on the last lap at the hairpin and with it, the race win. The final 
race, held in soaking wet conditions, saw Ruddy sidelined with a misfire on the first lap 
and Ellerker crash out at the hairpin, breaking his wrist and a rib, which brought out the 
red flags. Following the restart, former F400 champion Alan Percival (Kawasaki 400) led 
from Phil Hyde (Kawasaki 400), the two pulling away from Pett. Both Percival and Hyde 
crashed out in the Woodland section leaving Pett to take the win from Leaning, who was 
nursing his misfiring machine home just ahead of Arron Hopper (Kawasaki 400). In the 
championship with Ellerker and Ruddy on equal points, just ahead of Armour. Ellerker 
now has four weeks for his bones to heal before the next round at Anglesey.

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Dan Williams didn’t get to race at Cadwell. Having missed the first Open400 because of 
the problems with the tannoy system, he tagged onto the back of the PI600 class. 
Unfortunately a bike stalled as the lights changed and Dan, starting from the back row, 
collided with the bike that ran into the back of the stalled machine. Luckily Dan and the 
other riders are OK, Dan, if a bit sore, was still smiling later in the paddock, but his 
beautiful NSR250 was totalled. Hopefully, Dan will get out again later in the season on 
another machine but for now, here’s the image I remember of the bike from Croft.
