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Derby Phoenix MCC, Oulton Park  
Variable weather conditions in the morning caught many competitors out, all practice 
sessions and the first solo races being red flagged. With his race programme falling apart 
an exasperated Clerk of the Course called an early lunch to allow the remnants of the 
weak weather front to blow over. After lunch the weather improved, competitors calmed 
down and the meeting ran its course on a dry track. 
 
Unfortunately, although he had entered, the anticipated re-match between Phil Crowe and 
Daz Bellworthy (Suzuki 1000) didn’t happen. Instead Bellworthy had to contend with 
Superstock competitor Craig Beggs (Honda 1000). The first Grip’n’Rip 751- 1300 race 
was held on a drying track with competitors choosing a range of tyres from full wets to 
slicks. Beggs, from the back of the grid worked his way through the field to catch and 
harry Bellworthy over the last couple of laps. Bellworthy, beat Beggs by seven hundreths 
of a second, the pair some 30 seconds ahead of Liam Marchant (Yamaha 1000) and 
Kerrigan Read (Suzuki 1000). The pair faced up again in the Tomlinson Plumbing 
Allcomers final. Beggs and Bellworthy exchanging the lead several times until 2/3 race 
distance when Bellworthy reeled off a series of fast laps to break away from Beggs and 
take a reasonably comfortable win. Bellworthy made it three out of three by winning the 
second 751 – 1300 race from Beggs in similar style to the Allcomers final. 
 

 
751 – 1300 Racing Machines: #10 Ash Daughtrey leads #166 Christian Slater 
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The Steve’s Plastering Services Pre-Injection 600 championship (all Yamaha 600) proved 
as unpredictable as ever. Second in the championship Darren Bowe crashed out in 
practice at the exit of Hislop’s, breaking a collar bone. Following close behind, Cadwell 
winner Dave Langley highsided on spilt fuel from Bowe’s bike. Concussed, Langley could 
take no further part in the meeting. Third in the championship Stuart Haslam’s misfortune 
continued as he was skittled at Britten’s chicane on the first lap of race 1, the incident 
bringing out the red flags. When the race finally got underway Carl Smalley stormed away 
building a 5 second advantage over championship leader Chris Smith. By midrace a slow 
starting Mark Dicken got past Smith and then quickly closed down Smalley passing him 
with two laps remaining. Leading by a second at the start of the last lap, Dicken backed 
off on the approach to Druid’s as rain started to fall allowing Smalley past. Realising his 
mistake, Dicken fought back but Smalley held him off crossing the line four hundreths of a 
second ahead. With second and third in the championship out, a cautious Smith had 
backed right off when the rain started to fall losing 5 places on the last lap to finish 11th. 
With Dicken winning race 2 convincingly from Smalley and Smith back in fourth, Smith 
may yet rue his cautious approach to race 1 as this ‘topsy turvy’ championship enters its 
closing stages. Shaun Evans put in his best rides of the season to bag himself two third 
places and the rider of the day trophy.

Normally a fast starter, Grip’n’Rip F400 championship leader Richie Welsh (Yamaha 400) 
dropped back to sixth place from pole position at the start of race one. However, by the 
end of the second lap he had worked his way into the front and soon established a two 
second gap ahead of the chasing pack. It looked as if the race was over until the last lap 
when Ben Godfrey scorched round two seconds faster than Welsh, almost catching him 
on the line. In race 2, Welsh again struggled off the line. With Godfrey taking the lead the 
race developed into a thrilling four way fight between Godfrey, Tony Meredith, Mike Rose 
(all Kawasaki 400) and Welsh. With Welsh and Godfrey exchanging the lead every lap, 
Meredith and Rose kept watch just behind the leading pair. When Welsh retired with a 
misfire caused by a carb slide breaking up (possibly the reason for his poor starts), Rose 
stepped up to challenge Godfrey. The pair eventually broke away from Meredith with 
Godfrey just managing to hold off Rose to take his first F400 win.  
 
D L Holmes F2 sidecar championship leader Dave DeMott, with Gary Wilson taking the 
place of usual passenger Glen Biggs, dominated race one. They were holding a ten 
second lead at the start of the last lap when an electrical fault caused the frustrated pair 
to splutter to a halt at Druid’s, gifting the win to second in the championship John and Sue 
Longmore with Tim Anthill/Heath Lane taking second place. Dave DeMott might well have 
also won race 2 had it not been shortened to 6 laps following a first lap accident on the 
approach to Clay Hill when Kenny Howles/Owen Clements’ outfit flipped. As it was, Anthill 
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lead from start to finish, DeMott, starting from the back, charged through the field closing 
to less than half a second of Anthill at the finish with the Longmore’s taking third. F1 
sidecar pairing Barry James and Carl Morgan’s test of an F2 outfit may prove costly to 
their ‘Battle of Britain’ championship aspirations. A spin at Druid’s in practice caused the 
pair to slide backwards into the tyre wall with Morgan’s femur being broken in the impact. 
 

 
F400 : #41 Ben Godfrey 
 
A very tight first 100% Suspension Formula 600 race was won by class leader Nick Green 
(Yamaha 600)  from Scott Wilson (Kawasaki 600) and Richard Charlton (Yamaha 600). 
The trio crossing the line with less than ¾ of a second separating them. Wilson went one 
better in the second race to take a comfortably win ahead of Ben Field (Honda 600) the 
winner of the Pidcock Motorcycles 175 - 675 Allcomers race.
