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Derby Phoenix MCC, Oulton Park, 4 th July 
 
Darren Bellworthy maintained his winning form in the Pidcock Motorcycles Allcomers and 
100% Suspension 751 – 1300 Race Machine classes. For the Allcomers race Bellworthy 
(Suzuki 1000) set the standard, qualifying on pole ahead of Kerrigan Read (Suzuki 1000) 
with National SuperStock competitor Billy Mellor (Honda 1000) on the second row. The 
trio were inseparable over race distance as both Read and Mellor challenged Bellworthy 
for the lead, but when it counted - at the flag - Bellworthy led from Mellor and Read. 
Bellworthy set a new club lap record beating Richard Cooper’s time from 2007. The trio 
clashed again in the 751 – 1300 Class. In the first race Mellor starting from the back row 
and had to work his way through the pack, eventually making third ahead of Mike 
Horberry (Yamaha 1000). Whilst Mellor worked his way up from the back, up front 
Bellworthy and Read disappeared. With the lead changing hands several times it looked 
as if Read would finally get the better of Bellworthy, but Bellworthy fought back to just 
take the win. With Mellor on the front row alongside Bellworthy and Read, race two was a 
three way battle that went to the finish. Bellworthy again taking the win from Read and 
Mellor, a blanket could have covered the three as they crossed the finishing line.

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15 year old Kingsley Ruddy is beginning to dominate the Grip’n’Rip F400 class in much 
the same way that Daz Bellworthy has a hold over the 1000 classes.

Dave Langley had 
his best result of the season in race one. Working his way up through the field he 
managed to surprise Chris Kingham on the last lap to take fourth place.

In the closely contested Co-Ordit Racing F600 class, championship contender Shane 
Colbrook took the honours in the first race after getting the better of championship leader 
Alan Tanton (Both Yamaha 600). After a closely contested first part of the race Colbrook 
started to pull away from Tanton who slipped back into the grasp of Christopher Mort 
(Triumph 675) and Mark Talbot (Honda 600). At the finish Tanton lost out to Mort but 
stayed ahead of Talbot – less than half a second covering the three at the finish. In the 
second race Colbrook’s championship aspirations took a knock. From the start of the race 
Mort pulled away from the other riders with Colbrook leading the pursuit. On the 
penultimate lap rain started to fall catching out Colbrook and a number of other riders. 
With the race red flagged, Mort took a clear win from Tanton, who finished just ahead of 
Jules Croft (Yamaha 600). With a third and second place to Colbrook’s single win, Tanton 
extended his lead in the championship. 
 

 
F600 – 2008 champion Ian Fleetwood Triumph 675 
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Barry James/Ellie Jordan used Friday’s test session to ensure they had solved the fuelling 
problems with their Suzuki LCR F1 outfit before entering the meeting. Their late entry 
meant a back row start but they soon scythed their way through the field. Lapping two 
seconds a lap faster than the leaders Simon Christie/Carl Morgan (Christie 1000) the race 
looked set for a last lap show down when the fuelling gremlins struck again and they were 
sidelined leaving Christie/Morgan to take the win from F2 mounted Dean Henry/Ian Smith. 
A replacement fuel regulator got James/Jordan running again for the second wet sidecar 
race and despite a spin they took the win in the F1 class. However, in the tricky conditions 
the F2 outfits led the way, Peter Farrelly/Jason Miller taking the flag well clear of Dave de 
Mott/Kevin Jones and third placed Nigel Wesley/Glenn Biggs.
