It was seven out of seven as Daz Bellworthy dominated at Snetterton. With Kerrigan
Read breaking a wrist at the last round at Cadwell Park, there were no obvious
challengers to Bellworthy (Suzuki 1000) in the Allcomers and 751-1300 races when the
race programme went to print. But they say that nature abhors a vacuum and two late
entries, Phil Crowe (Suzuki 1000) and Sean Hennessy (Suzuki 1000), took up the
challenge on Saturday. The first 751-1300 race had Sean Hennessy and Phil Crowe
starting from the back. Aware of this Daz Bellworthy, who started from the front row, put in
a couple of quick laps, setting a new club lap record on lap 2, to get a good lead which he
held to the line. Phil Crowe eventually worked his way up to third but was unable to catch
club regular Liam Marchant (Yamaha 1000). In the second race Daz Bellworthy, Phil
Crowe and Sean Hennessy quickly broke away from the other riders, nothing dividing the
trio until Sean Hennessy overshot his braking point at the end of Revett’'s Straight forcing
him to run down the slip road. With Sean Hennessy effectively out of the race Phil Crowe
took the fight to Daz Bellworthy passing him and setting a new lap record in the process.
Daz Bellworthy fought back re-taking the lead and lowering the lap record again; Daz
Bellworthy eventually breaking away from Phil Crowe to take a comfortable win. Phil
Burgess-Lowe finished third just ahead of James Ward.

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In Saturday’s third 751-1300 race Daz Bellworthy, Phil Crowe and Sean Hennessy again
broke away. However, this time Phil’'s machine seemed to be down on power, the other
two being able to pass him easily on the straights. By lap 4 Sean Hennessy and Daz
Bellworthy had pulled away from Phil Crowe. Sean Hennessy looking for a way past,
made his move at the entry to the Esses riding round the outside of Daz Bellworthy.
However, this put him off line and he lost drive on the exit to the Esses allowing Daz
Bellworthy to power back into the lead. Over the next couple of laps Hennessy again
looked for another opportunity but as Bellworthy upped his pace and when back markers
came into play, he started to lose touch; Daz Bellworthy eventually taking a comfortable
win from Sean Hennessy and Phil Crowe. In Saturday’s Allcomers final Phil Crowe pulled
out after the first lap, leaving it to Sean Hennessy to challenge Bellworthy. Though
Hennessy broke the lap record in his pursuit of Bellworthy and ran with him all the way to
the finish, the lap record and race win went to Daz Bellworthy; James Ward getting the
better of Liam Marchant to take third place.

Allcomers - #é@ Ashhivers

With Phil Crowe not racing on Sunday, Mike Dickinson (Yamaha 1000) took his place
challenging Daz Bellworthy. In Sunday’s first 751-1300 race though Sean Hennessy ran
with Daz Bellworthy in the earlier part of the race, his challenge faded as the 15 lap race
progressed allowing Daz Bellworthy to take a relatively easy win. Behind the leading pair
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Liam Marchant and James Ward were again having a good race for the final podium
position, this time Liam Marchant getting the better of Ward. In the Allcomers final Sean
Hennessy’s challenge came to an end on the second lap when he highsided exiting
Russell's chicane. This left Bellworthy to take an easy win ahead of Mike Dickinson and
Liam Marchant. In Sunday’s final 751-1300 race, whilst Mike Dickinson could run at Daz
Bellworthy’s pace, he overshot at the end of Revett’s straight; rejoining some way behind
Daz Bellworthy he took second place ahead of Ward. Daz Bellworthy took the win but
crossed the line very slowly his engine sounding very sick.

For this meeting the Thunderbike class ran with the 751-1300 class and championship
leader Charlie Wilson surprised quite a few with the pace of his old pre-injection Yamaha
R1. His best finish being fifth overall just behind Liam Marchant and James Ward and at
times it had looked as if he might steal a third place. Charlie Wilson won all five
Thunderbike races to extend his lead in the championship over main challengers Jamie
Harrison, Mike Horberry and Rob Simcock all on Suzuki 750’s.

Will Leaning (Kawasaki 400) gave F400 championship leader Richie Welsh (Yamaha
400) a wake up call. In the first race the two quickly broke away from chasing riders.
Welsh had the early lead but Leaning quickly closed in on him, the teenager riding around
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the outside of Richie Welsh in Coram'’s to take the lead midway through the race. Richie
Welsh retook the lead two laps later and led at the start of the last lap. Will Leaning who
tried to pass at the Esses and Coram’s was still behind as the pair exited Russell's
Chicane. With Welsh taking a defensive line and running close to the pit wall, Leaning got
slightly better drive out of Russell’'s and managed to pass Richie Welsh just before the
line to take the win by half a wheel. Leaning’s first win and at a circuit he had not raced at
before. Race two and the same pair, lapping below the class lap record, soon established
a good lead ahead of Tony Meredith (Kawasaki 400). This time, rather than leave it until
the last moment, Will Leaning got to the front midrace establishing a small lead and
setting a new lap record. Welsh closed back in the final laps but couldn’t catch Leaning.
At the start of the third race Tony Meredith led from the line closely followed by Richie
Welsh and Will Leaning. With Tony Meridith and Richie Welsh exchanging the lead
several times Leaning waited finally making his move on lap 4. Sweeping around both
Richie Welsh and Tony Meredith in Coram’s to take the lead going into Russell’s.

However, as he flicked the bike right and then left, his handlebar moved. With his
handlebar out of position, Will Leaning lost drive out of Russell's allowing Richie Welsh
and Tony Meredith back past. With a clear track in front of him Richie Welsh put in a
couple of fast laps to break away from Tony Meredith, setting a new lap record in the
process. Once Will Leaning adapted to riding with an out of line handlebar he passed
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Tony Meredith to take second place. On Sunday, with Tony Meredith changing to the 600
class, it was left to Will Leaning and Richie Welsh to battle for the win. The first race was
a 15 lap battle between the two, Will Leaning shadowing Richie Welsh for the first part
before taking the lead midway through the race. The pair matched each other for the
remaining laps putting in their fastest laps on lap 14, just off lap record pace; Will Leaning
just holding off Richie Welsh to take the win. In the final race Richie Welsh decided that
as Will Leaning wasn’t competing at the next round his championship lead was safe and
he backed off allowing Will Leaning to take an easy win.

The Pre-Injection 600 class is proving to be very unpredictable. Championship leader
Stuart Haslam led from the line and built up a good two second lead by Coram’s. Exiting
Coram’s Haslam ran wide and was forced to do a bit of grass tracking, eventually
rejoining the circuit after Russell’s in fourth place. Setting off in pursuit of the leaders he
lost the front end (dirty front tyre) tipping into Riches taking Shaun Evans with him. With
the pack split and fancied runner Chris Smith having a poor start this allowed novice
Danny Osborne to come to the fore and take the win; setting a new lap record in the
process. Stuart Haslam didn’t make the grid for the second race as his machine was still
being repaired. Carl Smalley led from the line and as the pack reached the Esses it all got
a little messy as the riders jostled for position. Chris Smith bumped into Cadwell winner
Dave Langley which dropped the pair back several places. Chris Smith then pushed hard
to make up the lost ground setting a new lap record as he made his way back up the field.
However, he ran out of laps and was unable to catch the leading pair, Danny Osborne
taking his second win of the day just ahead of Philip Rhodes. Saturday’s third race soon
developed in to a tussle between novices Karl Foster and Osborne. From the start Danny
Osborne held the early lead. Foster was right behind him in the early laps but passed him
on the fourth going into the Esses; Foster’'s fourth lap being yet another lap record.
However, his lead and his lap record were short lived. On the fifth lap Karl Foster fell
exiting Sear’s and Danny Osborne yet again lowered the lap record; going on to take the
win from Chris Smith and Phil Rhodes.

Sunday’s first race was halted when Steve Munt clipped the back of Gary Cooper’s
machine going into the Esses. At the same time just ahead of the two, Danny Osborne
crashed exiting the Esses. Phil Rhodes won the re-started race from Chris Smith and
Stuart Haslam. The last race on Sunday was odd. Phil Rhodes broke away from the pack
at the start and quickly established a 2 second lead. Chris Smith and Stuart Haslam, after
slow starts, worked their way up and by lap 10 were right behind him. However, a couple
of backmarkers intervened through the Esses and Phil Rhodes was able to increase the
gap back up to two seconds. On lap 13 backmarkers again came into play and this time
Phil Rhodes was delayed in the Bomb Hole allowing Chris Smith and Stuart Haslam to
close right up. As the trio crossed the line for the start of the penultimate lap Phil Rhodes
raised his hands thinking he had won the race, only realising his mistake after Chris Smith
and Stuart Haslam shot past him and continued racing. Rhodes regained second place
after Stuart Haslam highsided exiting Russell’'s chicane but couldn’t catch Chris Smith
who took the win. Stuart Haslam’s two DNF’'s have allowed Chris Smith to reduce his
championship lead to 3 points.

In Saturday’s three races in the split 600 class, Formula (F6) and Super Stock (SS)
machines, Josh Leaning (Yamaha 600 SS) comfortably took the overall win in each race.
In the first two races Nick Green (Yamaha 600 F6) came home second ahead of Wayne
Humble (Yamaha 600 SS); Wayne Humble getting the better of Nick Green in the third
race. On Sunday the competition got a little stiffer when national 600 Super Sport
competitor Dean Hipwell (Yamaha 600 F6) joined in. With Dean Hipwell starting from the
back of the grid pole sitter Josh Leaning led for the first part of the race. Aware of what
was coming Josh Leaning upped his pace, lapping two seconds faster than Saturday and
second under the lap record, he held Dean Hipwell off for almost half the race. Once past
Josh Leaning, Dean Hipwell established a comfortable lead as Leaning eased off to take
a safe second place. Having settled himself in the first race Dean Hipwell upped the pace
in the second taking an easy win and dropping the lap record by a further second.
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F600/SS600 - #42 Richard Charlton leads #5 Wayne Humble, #111 Callum Laidlaw and
#60 Nick Green through the Esses

FSRA F2 competitors Dave Wallis and Mark Howard won all three of Saturday’s races
ahead of Derby Phoenix regulars, Dave De Mott and Glenn Biggs in race 1, Tim Anthill
and Heath Lane in race 2 and Steve Hicks and Alun Thomas in race 3. The pair won the
first two races quite comfortably but it looked as the club regulars might have got the
better of them in the third race. With Steve Hicks/Alun Thomas and Dave De Mott right on
their tails for the first 6 laps, Dave made a pass for the lead at the entry to the Esses on
the 7™ lap. His entry speed being much higher than previous laps seemed to catch
passenger Glen Biggs out. Glen lost his position and hand hold on the exit to the Esses
and almost went over the side of the outfit; his head hitting the ground and his arm getting
trapped underneath the sidecar. With his passenger hanging over the side of the outfit
Dave pulled off the track and stopped — watching it all unfold I, along with the other
onlookers, feared the worst. Glen remained motionless with his arm under the outfit. With
the race red flagged, marshals went over to assist and it seemed to take for ever for Glen
to move and the outfit lifted allowing his arm to be removed. Glen appeared to be
surprised as the rest of us when his arm appeared undamaged. A few quick wiggles and
a waggle of the fingers to confirm all was ok and they headed back to the paddock.
Sunday’s first race was a cracker as Dave De Mott and Steve Hick’'s swapped the lead
almost every lap. In the end Dave prevailed to take the win by a tenth of a second. Race
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2 went to Steve Hick’'s when Dave’s engine exploded, literally, on the start finish straight
at the start of lap 12.
