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Derby Phoenix MCC, Anglesey International Circuit, 5th/6th June 
Rider of the day on Sunday, Charlie Wilson on his old carburetted Yamaha 1000 took his 
thirteenth consecutive Thunderbike win in style. With the AIC Derby Thunderbikes sharing the grid 
with the Grip ’n’ Rip 751 – 1300 Race machines, Sunday’s last race may well turn out to be the 
race of the year. Riders took to the grid on slicks under grey skies with just the odd spot of rain – 
but a dry track. The race started like so many have this season with Daz Bellworthy blasting into 
the lead from the line. Liam Marchant in hot pursuit briefly passed Bellworthy on the drop down to 
the Corkscrew – but Bellworthy powered past him on the run to the Hairpin. Marchant tried to re-
pass at the Hairpin but failed. With the first lap out of the way riders settled down and it looked like 
it would be another typical 1000cc race. With Bellworthy pulling away from second and third 
placed Marchant and Neil Watson, interest focused on the scrap developing for fourth place 
between Dave Norton (Suzuki 1000), Jamie Harrison (TBK Suzuki 750), Wilson and Andrew 
Haines (Yamaha 1000). No rider seemed to be able to get any advantage and places were 
changing at almost every corner. By the fifth lap this battling quartet had fallen almost 20 seconds 
behind Bellworthy; then it started spitting more heavily. Rain seems to be Bellworthy’s Achilles 
Heel and he started slowing, signalling on the start of the seventh lap that he wanted the race to 
be stopped.

As Bellworthy slowed Marchant caught and passed him. Bellworthy again used the speed of his 
machine to blast past on the next straight. Each time Marchant got past Bellworthy would 
immediately fight back and re-take the lead. In the mean time Watson had drifted back towards 
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Harrison and Wilson who had broken away from Norton and Haines. As others slowed Wilson 
seemed to speed up, breaking away from Harrison and passing Watson he started closing on the 
battle between Bellworthy and Marchant. As the spitting got heavier the track started to become 
damp – not wet – catching out a couple of riders in fast right hand corner Church. Spectators 
looked on concerned that a red flag would mean the race would be stopped and wound back a lap 
stealing a possible victory from the flying Wilson. On the penultimate lap Wilson passed the 
leading pair and with the fallen riders getting to their feet the danger of a red passed. All held their 
breath as Wilson sped round on the final lap as conditions worsened. To much applause from all, 
Wilson crossed the line almost 4 seconds ahead of Bellworthy and Marchant. Wilson took the 
victory on the track and in the Thunderbike class ahead of Harrison and Andy Jones (Ducati 
1098). Bellworthy took the 751 – 1300 class win ahead of Marchant and a very happy Norton.  
 

 
Up to Peel,  #47 Charlie Wilson, #90 Jamie Harrison and #4 Andrew Haines  
 
Whilst the last race stole all the headlines mention must be made of a very brave Kerrigan Read 
in the first couple of races on Saturday. Read riding with a recently pinned wrist qualified on pole 
for Saturdays Allcomers race and finished both the first 751-1300 race and the Allcomers final a 
close second to Bellworthy. With his wrist swelling and causing him a great deal of pain Read 
decided that discretion was required and retired from the meeting, though his efforts gained him 
Saturday’s rider of the day award. 
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The Lawson Surfacing F1 class was dominated by Barry James/Carl Morgan (LCR Suzuki 1000). 
The pair setting a new lap record (1’30.98”) almost 4 seconds faster than the previous record held 
by Simon Christie/Carl Morgan. We are not sure whether this is an out right lap record. Whilst the 
F1 race was almost a one man show the D L Holmes sponsored F2 races were much closer. 
Steve Hicks/PJ McLaverty won the first races on Saturday and Sunday and Paul Rogers/Kev 
Jones the second races, but only by one second from Steve Hicks. Having said in the programme 
that it was their consistency that had gained them the championship lead, John and Sue 
Longmore had engine problems over the weekend and didn’t finish the first and last races and as 
a consequence lost their championship lead to Dave DeMott/Glen Biggs. This is the third time this 
season Dave hasn’t finished the first race. Reliability will be the key to victory as just 36 points 
separates Dave from Steve Hicks. Simon Briggs and Jim Stonier on last year’s winning outfit are 
banging in the finishes to sit fourth in the championship. Paul and Steve Sanderson’s race 
meeting came to an early finish when their outfit broke in the first race. Another pair that retired 
after the first day was Mark Jordan and Andy Dutton, their fuel tank splitting.

After four more wins the Grip ‘n’ Rip F400 championship is almost Richie Welsh’s. With his main 
competitors being either absent or riding injured, Welsh (Yamaha 400) was in a class of his own. 
The Leaning brothers Josh and Will were away on holiday, so third in the championship Phil 
Hyde, riding with a collar bone he broke at the previous round, closed on second in the 
championship after taking a cautious fifth place in the first race and a third in the second. 
Following a fall whilst lying in second place in Sunday’s first race, Hyde decided that he didn’t 
want to risk further injury and sat out the final race. Fourth in the championship Iain McDonald 
(Suzuki 250) missed Saturday’s racing as he had to attend a family funeral, but he drove all the 
way from Scotland to take part in Sunday’s races. Starting from the back of the grid he was 
rewarded with a second place in the first race just ahead of Dan Williams (Honda 250). In 
Sunday’s second, wet, race, after a race long battle with McDonald, Williams’ got his revenge just 
taking second place. Though the pair finished someway behind Welsh they both recorded quicker 
fastest laps. Youngster Nick Chiodo (Kawasaki 400) having just moved up to F400 from F125 put 
in some impressive rides, just missing out on a podium place. 
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F400 : #46 Iain McDonald on his way to 2nd place ahead of #74 Dan Williams and #5 Philip 
Munday 
 
Mark Dicken took three wins and the lap record in the Steve’s Plastering Services Pre-Injection 
600 class as he, somewhat belatedly, got his championship defence going. However, though he 
racked up 95 points he languishes well down the championship table in seventh place over 100 
points behind the leader. With championship leader Stuart Haslam sidelined after breaking a wrist 
following a fall at Snetterton, second in the championship Chris Smith put in four steady rides to 
take a 63 point lead to the next round at Cadwell. Fast starter Darren Bowe also had a good 
weekend taking two second places on Saturday. Though he slipped further back on Sunday he 
still bagged enough points to move into second place in the championship. The man with the 
biggest smile was Carl Smalley. In Sunday’s last race Darren Bowe had one of his usual 
lightening fast starts, but it was Smalley that led out of the Banking. Dicken had a poor start 
dropping back to sixth making his way to fourth on the brakes into Rocket. Smith and Dicken soon 
passed Bowe but couldn’t close the gap on Smalley. Smith aware of his championship lead didn’t 
fight back when Dicken passed him, settling for a safe third and 16 more points. Dicken chased 
after Smalley, the pair trading fastest laps, and at times he had the gap down to less than a 
second. But each time it looked like he might close the gap backmarkers came into play. Smalley 
held on to the lead to take an excellent win, his first. Dicken finished second and took the lap 
record. This championship is quite unpredictable, behind Smith, Bowe has a 2 point lead over 
Haslam, Smalley is 12 points further back followed by Danny Osborne, Phil Rhodes and Mark 
Dicken. 
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PI600 : Race 4 winner #69 Carl Smalley 
 
In the Desborough Gas Showroom Steel Frame 600 class David Young took a hat trick of wins, 
Novice Jamie Gillion in Sunday’s last race preventing him from getting a clean sweep. Jamie had 
a good weekend with two second places on the Saturday to add to his Sunday win. With Jim 
Wolfe not at Anglesey, Neil Harvey with two thirds and a second place has taken the 
championship lead. However, Neil was tapped from behind in the last race on the first lap going 
into the banking and fell breaking his collarbone. Whether Neil will be able to make Cadwell is 
doubtful. Gary Harding with two thirds and a fourth is in third place 19 points ahead of Dave 
Young. 
 
Saturday’s F600 and Supersport 600 race, sponsored by 100% Suspension, was a battle 
between F600 championship leader Nick Green (Yamaha 600) and visitors Tim Kermode 
(Triumph 675) and local man, National Superstock racer Jamie Harris (Yamaha 600). Green, 
starting from the front row, led from the end of the first lap to take the win. Harris and Kermode 
starting from the back of the grid had to work their way through the field, Harris making it up to 
second place. Kermode having to settle for fourth place as he could not get past former 
Thunderbike champion Rob Simcock (Suzuki 600) who had switched to the F600 class to get 
some practice on the 600 machine ahead of this year’s Manx GP. The second race developed in 
to a race long battle between Harris, Kermode and Green. With the lead changing hands several 
times it looked as club regular Green would hold off the visitors. However, on the last lap they 
managed to get past; Harris, with lots of enthusiastic local support, taking a popular win from 
Kermode.   
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Steel Frame 600 : #217 Nathan Hudson and #31 Chris Parry at Peel. 
 
In Sunday’s first race, with Green having a poor start, Harris and Kermode quickly pulled away 
from the Derby Phoenix regulars. However at the end of lap 2, with Harris leading as they braked 
for the final corner, the two riders made contact resulting in both crashing out. This left Jack 
Marchant (Yamaha 600) leading Green and Simcock, the three fighting until the end of the 10 lap 
race, with Simcock just getting the better of Green as Marchant faded. Sunday’s last race, held in 
steadily worsening conditions, was easily won by Dean Hair. Hair who has struggled with the 
electronics in the dry on his ex Parkalgar Honda dominated from the start. Lapping almost 4 
seconds a lap faster than the other riders he finished almost 40 seconds ahead of Marchant; quite 
a turn around from Saturday when he didn’t finish the first race and didn’t start the second. With 
Josh Leaning not riding, the Superstock championship has closed right up with new leader Wayne 
Humble just 18 points clear of fourth placed Carl Morris. Wayne, who broke a wrist at Snetterton, 
despite the pain put in some brave rides to grab some points. Richard Charlton seemed to 
struggle a little at Anglesey which has allowed Nick Green, after some excellent rides, to take a 40 
point lead in the championship.  
 
Having said that Richard Charlton struggled in the 600 races he won Saturday’s 675 Allcomers 
comfortably from Kingsley Ruddy and Wayne Humble. Sunday’s 675 Allcomers race was a 
cracker. Charlton and Ruddy swapping the lead many times. On the last lap into the last corner, 
Ruddy led, but Charlton passed him on brakes and led out of the corner on the dash to the line. 
With both riders up on the kerb it all looked as if it would end in tears – but both managed to stay

on, Ruddy getting slightly better drive and having the inside line – kerb not as bumpy – just pipped 
Charlton to the line by five hundredths of a second.
